These type of roses contains 30 - 50
large petals with long and straight stems.

They can spread up to 3 feet and 8 feet
high.

As
the name suggests, they grow in small
size, i.e. they can reach up to 10 inches
in height. The small height makes them
perfect for indoor home and office
decoration & centerpieces.

Polyantha Roses are typically smaller
size, and grows up to 3-feet in height.
They grow in large clusters of 1-inch
small blooms.

Don't consider them as climbers. They
only boom once during the summer
season. They can be cultivated with
support and act as the climbers.

Shrub Roses
These are generally hardy and easy to
care for roses.

Rather than one bloom per stem, shrub
roses sprout blooms in clusters, and they
can grow up to 6 feet tall and 15 feet
wide.
