• If Table Mountain is too busy or you don’t have enough time on your hand, check out the smaller
neighbouring promontory of Signal Hill. The drive past Lion’s Head towards the Signal Hill parking area
is remarkable, and it gives an excellent aerial sight of the city bowl.

• The V&A Waterfront is the most visited attraction in Cape Town and it is also one of the best options
for those who are pressed for time. There are various attractions that keeps visitors busy for a couple of
hours, including the bustling food and design markets, the popular Two Oceans Aquarium and the
newly opened ZeitzMocca Contemporary Art Museum. There are also options when it comes to
restaurants, bars, and coffee shops to keep people satiated while they wait to head back to the airport.
